The Articles
15, 17, 38, 16 & 14 of the constitution guarantee
equality to all the citizens. The National Policy on
Education (1986) also calls for providing equality of
educational opportunities to all, not only in terms of
access but also in conditions for success.

Education for all (EFA), Inequality of educational
opportunity in a country is the most disgusting
problem to solve. In India, Inequality of Education has
been Inherited from past generations. The preamble



of the constitution of India Emphasis Equality of
status and opportunity. Article 14 of the constitution
provides for equality before law and Article 15 states.
That the state shall not discriminate against any
citizens on the ground of religion, race, caste, sex,
and place of birth it also plays special provision to be
provided for the advancement of women, children,
and schedule caste & scheduled tribe.

Equality of Education means that an individual
has equal access to equal education. The education
commission has observed that with the help of
education we come to know the idea of one's talent.

The
Kothari commission recommended on equalizing
educational opportunities, The commission found
out that one of the important social objectives of
education was to equalize the opportunity, enabling
the backward and underprivileged classes to use
education as a lever for improvement of their
condition severals measures which was adopted for
the equal education opportunities are to provide the
number of scholarships, making arrangements of
transportation, supplying of free books and other
study Material, Encouraging women students in all
aspects.

A committee on plan planning, a project planning
commission, was constituted in 1958 under the
leadership of Smt. Renuka Ray recommended that the

general pattern of education prevalent in the country
should be extended to the tribals also to evolve one
common pattern of education in the country.

The common system should be one open to all
children without discrimination and should be one
where admissions happen on the talent of the students.
A national system of education says that there should
be only one agency to control education in the country,
no private agency should be given the opportunities
to function in the field of education. Compensatory
Education attains the primary education and comes
out to the next level without pre-requisite learning
which is necessary, this problem later drop-outs
from the school to equal educational opportunities
compensatory education should be provided. Higher
professional education should be based on individual
capacity and merits. The disparity concerning urban
and rural areas should be minimized. The educational
standards in both areas should be uniform.

Free education and scholarships to provide free
and compulsory education until the age of 14 are
important constitutional provisions. Tuitions fees
should be arrided, and free education should be
extended to secondary and universities level for
needy and deserving students. Free textbooks, study
materials, other facilities etc. should be made available
for poor & meritorious students to ensure equality of
educational opportunities. India takes the credit of
being the largest democracy in the world. Unless the
people are vigilant of their rights and responsibilities,
democracy has no meaning to make this possible
education is badly necessary.

The need for equal education is linked with
the social system which intense to provide equal
opportunities for the advancement of all has to make
provision of equal educational opportunities also.

Every person, regardless
of race, ethnicity, income
or age, is entitled to live in a
home neighborhood, and city
that supports wellness and
good health public discussion
about environment and health
have changed over time early
scientific studies about health risks in communities
focused on the presence of toxins or reduced
environmental quality. (of air or water, for example).
There are notorious incidents (such as the chemical
waste dumping at the love canal) that raised public
awareness about the effects of harmful substances.
Many organizations and agencies are now committed
to environmental justice, that is, to avoid or correct
the unequal distribution of facilities or conditions
that may endanger human health.

Risks and Benefits :
Many factors

contribute to

the challenged
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conditions of some urban

communities. Having parks, gardens, and open spaces
will not fully compensate for the social disservices of
some places. Nonetheless, the experiences of nature is
now recognized as a major contributor to individual
and community wellness. Research suggests that the
positive effects of exposure to urban green spaces may
be amplified in lower, urban communities.

Urban forests and parks help to filter air pollution
and reduce energy costs leading to significant
economic value and health benefits to neighborhoods.

Recent studies in several regions of the U.S. show
green spaces may not be evenly distributed among
the urban population.

A History of Risk, Then Wellness :

Concern about environmental equality has evolved
in recent years. Once more focused on risk from toxins
in the environment, there is now greater attention to
the role of the built environment, including planning



for parks and green space.

The environmental justice movement has long
recognized the concerns of low-income communities
and communities of color. Research has called outpost
discrimination and ongoing injustice concerning the
sitting on industrial and other polluting facilities,
toxic waste facilities and delayed response of clean up
program.

Explicit research about environmental justice
gained attention in the 1980s and is rooted in the civil
rights movements. The Environmental Protection
Agency has noted the disproportionate impacts
of environmental hazards. Working to remedy
unhealthy risk situations.

Future Efforts :

When considering urban planning and green
resources environmental equality refers to the fair
distribution of outcomes including burdens and
opportunities. Yet the use of the term often implies
that all in a community should accept an equal burden
of environmental pollution and degradation rather
than insisting on the elimination of harmful materials
and improper disposal practices. Urban planners and
community leaders increasingly endorse policies of
both fairly distributed risks and the right to an equal
distribution of opportunities and wellness. Smart and
ethical urban planning includes consciously equal
distribution of environmental benefits, programs,
and resources, including green space access, well-
maintained vegetation, and community gardens.

Nature for better lives & communities :

Parks, trees and open space have been appreciated
for their aesthetic values for centuries. Going beyond
the aesthetic values of nature, Scientists of multiple
disciplines have studied the contribution of nature
experiences to human health, wellness, and therapy
for more than four decades. Providing places for
respite, recreation, and community connection, urban
green spaces the potential to improve individual and
community well-being and wellness in multiple ways.

Parks Inequities :

Green spaces include tree-lined streets, community
gardens, green hills, and other natural features. The
distribution of parks has been a particular focus
of recent studies, for instance, larger green spaces

provide multiple spaces for greater health benefits,
but large parks appear to be less prevalent in more
deprived neighborhoods. Such findings may be
typical of the distribution of other green spaces.

Public health agencies and parks advocated
recommend park access within half a mile of every
home, considered a walkable distance, to counter
obesity and associated chronic disease.

Smart, Sustainable Green Spaces planning :

Local governments and community leaders are
working to improve the distribution of nearby nature
amenities across their cities and towns when planning
for green spaces in a community, collaborating
with potential users and residents is important for
sustainable community green space systems.

Economic Challenges :

Many factors contribute to inequities in the
presence of nearby nature. Studies find that there
are both economic causes and effects associated with
park investment in neighborhoods. Both positive
and negative effects should be addressed in planning
efforts.

Neighborhoods near large tracts of open lands
or parks are frequently unaffordable to low-income
populations, reinforcing the trend of inequity
neighborhood green space.

Studies show that proximity to parks in correlated
with increasing property values. Similarly, newly built
parks in a lower socio-economic neighborhood can
increase property values. Gentrification is a concern
as in some communities poorer people may move
from their communities, as they can no longer afford
higher living expenses and taxes.

In some regions funding, programming,
maintenance, supervision, and quality of facilities
are unevenly distributed among city parks and open
spaces. Some grant programs that are intended to
reduce disparities in city-park funding levels may have
little effect on actual park spending in low-income
communities. If supported and used, a park provides
the opportunity to improve and bring together a
community whereas in an ignored derelict park can
provide a space of fear, crime, and waste, leading to
greater public expenses for a local community.

Equitable Urban Green Space planning initiatives :



Here are examples of how parks, gardens & green
space can be planned for communities having little
green space. At times a community recognizes
the absence of nature, and work for change. At the
scale and broader planning for green spaces and
sustainability provides a framework for future action.

Case study: Irvington peace park in Baltimore,
Maryland :

In some places, new parks are built from within.
Irvington is a neighborhood 5,600 residents in
Southwest Baltimore, about one square mile in area.
Irvington experiences above-average crime and
violence low education levels and 22% of households
are below that national poverty level. Nearly 90% of
the residents are African American. A city study in
2009 described how inequitable spatial distribution
of parks with race and ethnicity was an expression of
urban environmental inequality. Irvington residents
had no place to relax in nature and no shared public
place.

Case Study: Biophilic Cities :

In other places, environmental equality is
imbedded within broader planning and management.
It supports equitable human contact with nature and
the natural system. Such cities are full of all types
of nature large and small, planned, or conserved,
all residents have opportunities to feel, see, and
experience nearby nature.

Inequality & Environmental Sustainability :

Abstract: This paper synthesizes the evidence of
a negative correlation between income inequality
and environmental quality. It shows that inequality
exerts an obverse impact on environmental outcomes
through several channels, including the household,
community, national and international channels.
These channels, however, overlap with one another
and can thus reinforce the impact of inequality in
other dimensions of inequality, in particular, gender
inequality also impacts environmental quality
negatively. The concept of the Environmental Kuznets
Curve (EKC) is not helpful in explaining the negative
correlation between inequality and environmental.

Inequality and Bio-diversity Loss :

Recent evidence shows that greater income
inequality is associated with a greater loss of

biodiversity. Studies highlighting this relationship
include Mikkelson, Ganzalez, and Peterson (2007) and
Holland, Peterson, and Goazaler (2009). The former
conducts regression based on both cross-country
data and data across the states of the united states of
America (USA) for the cross country regression, the
authors take as a dependent variable the 'number of
threatened plant vertebrate species. They measure
in quality by the 'Gini ratio of household income'
distribution and control for variation in human
population size and GDP per capita.

Inequality & Consumption & waste Generation :

Another example of a negative correlation
between income inequality and environmental
outcomes is observed via the consumption behavior,
for example, Dorling and other researches examine
the relationship of income inequality with personal
consumption and generation of waste among affluent
countries (see Dorling 2010a, 2010b, 2011 & Dorling,
Barford, and Wheeler 2007). Their findings show
that rich countries with higher inequality consume
more resources and generate more waste people in
Switzerland, where the inequality ratio is g, and it
increases further to 1072 kg in Singapore where the
inequality ratio is 18.

What is noticed above is 'gross correlation' because
it does not control for many other factors that also
might have influenced consumption and waste
generation, for example, colder climate may lead to
less waste use other things beings equal further studies
are therefore necessary to reveal the net correlation.

Inequality & Environmental Sustainability :

Through which inequality may
negative influence on environmental outcomes.
Understanding these channels and mechanisms is
necessary to formulate and a mechanism is necessary
to formulate appropriate policies, ideas, forward, this
paper proposes the following four channels through
which inequality may exert its negative influence on
environmental outcomes.

A household channel of influence of
inequality on Environmental Outcomes :

An important way in which inequality can
affect environmental sustainability is through its
influence on household behavior. The evidence of the
household channel has to be sought in intra-country
variation in environmental outcomes, because the
inter-country variation relies on national levels
outcomes that embody the impact of other channels,
in particular, the national channel for examples there
is evidence suggesting that more unequal countries
have higher per capita ecological footprints than less
unequal countries, even though they have a similar
level of income. However, this may be the combined
result of inequality's influence working through both
national and sub-national channels. To decipher
her household channels it is necessary to consider
variation in ecological footprint across people within
the same country.

Inequality and common property resources
(CPR) Management :

Proceeding from the criteria of rivalry and
excludability goods and services have been classified
in the economics literature into four categories,
namely (i) private goods (ii) club goods (iii) common
property resources and (iv) public goods. Inequality
affectsand how these effects maybe modified to protect
the environment differ depending on the category
of goods. It is easy to see that many environmental
resources fall under either the common property
resources (CPR) category or the public goods
category. While inequality's role in the protection of
environmental resources that are in the public goods
category has gained more attention in recent years,
its role in the protection of environmental resources
that are of the CPR category has been emphasized for
along time.

Inequality community efforts and climate
change :

The role of collective efforts in the protection of
the environment has becomes now more important
because of climate change. Successful mitigation

and adaptation efforts require cooperation at the
global, national, sub-national, and community levels.
The cooperative efforts are particularly vital for
communities that live at the frontier of the climate
change impact, for example, many islands and low
lying countries are getting partly submerged, and the
people living in these areas have to either migrate or
put up resistance to the process and/or adapt to the
new situation. While migration can be on individual
response, resistance and adoption require collective
efforts.

A survey founds citizens in
38 countries found that the majority in 37 of those
38 countries said that gender equality is at least
"Somewhat important” and a Global median of 65%
believe it is "very important” that women have the
same rights as men. Men are increasingly working in
occupations which in previous generations had been
considered women's work such as nursing, cleaning,
and child care. The role of parenting or child-rearing
is make commonly shared or not as widely considered
to be a female role, so that women may be free to
pursue a career after childbirth.

Media can, thus, be an
important agency in the promotion of gender equality,
especially through the representation of women and
men in terms of fair gender portrayal.

Research studies indicate that level of participation
of women in the media influences media content.
The Global Media Monitoring Project (GMMP)
reports that throughout the world, female journalists
are more likely to be assigned soft subjects such as
family, lifestyle, fashion, and arts. Some tasks such as
covering assignments about sports or politics are often
considered a male domain. The presence of women as
radio or television reporters and journalists is likely to
provide confidence to women.

Another dimension while discussing media and
gender is that of media content and the manner in
which men and women are portrayed. The GMMP finds
that women are more likely than men to be featured as
victims in news stories and to be identified according
to family status. Stereotypes portrayed by media also
impact society. Men are depicted as powerful and
dominant. Men in domestic or caring roles are rarely
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portrayed. This unconsciously leads girls and boys to
form their notions of what is expected from them.

Gender roles get reinforced through what the
media projects. The European Commission (2010)
recommends, eg. that there should be a set expectation
of gender parity on expert panels on television or radio
and the creation of a thematic database of women to be
interviewed and used as experts by media professionals.
Besides, conscious efforts should be made to portray
women and men in non-stereotypical situations.

Media is the mirror of society and hence the role
played by media in ensuring gender parity is very
significant. Fair gender portrayal, a fair representation
of issues related to men, women, and transgendered
persons and the use of language that is respectful to all
should be strictly followed. The declaration adopted at
the UNs. Fourth world conference on women in Beijing
in 1995 called on media owners and media professionals
to develop and adopt codes and guidelines to promote
a fair and accurate portrayal of women in the media.

Media personnel must remember that their
influence reaches to thousands of persons. Visuals have
a powerful impact on how young minds think and act.
The viewer or reader has little or no chance to interact
with the presenter or reporter and hence most of the
time, the viewer or reader is likely to accept the media
projects. We often find people saying ‘this must b
it was in the newspaper’ or ‘I saw this on
to be true’ People tend to accept, witho
critical thinking, whatever is presented

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Hence, the media has to be extra cautious about what
is presented and projected as the propagation of gender
equality depends on media to a great extent.

Women Killed - Every 93 minutes.

THE STYLE OF THE QURAN

It commands people that they should pray, fast and
take care of the needy. It discusses matters of human
interrelationships, sometimes in great details- such
as laws of inheritance and marriage- in a manner
reminiscent of parts of the Hebrew Bible but foreign
to the New Testament. The Quran tells people that
they observe God’s instructions purely for God’s sake
not for any worldly aims. It warns those who deny
God’s message that they will be thrown into the fire
of hell, and it promises those who accept the message
that they will be given the bliss of paradise.

Also the Quran repeats certain verses and
themes at times shift topics and often narratives in
summarized form. We can see two reasons for these
characteristics. First, it serves a linguistic purpose
and is one of the powerful rhetorical techniques of
classical Arabic. Second, all themes of the Quran, no
matter how varied are wrapped around one common
thread running through the entire book: that all type
of worship rendered to others besides or alongside
God is false and that obedience to him and his
prophets, Mahammad being one of them, is a

Another important point to keep in at

previous scriptures, many passages were revealed in
response to specific events. Often, Quranic revelation
would come from the angel Gabriel to Prophet
Mohammad as a response to questions raised by
those around him, whether belivers or unbelivers.
The Quran addresses the people of the scriptures,
humanity at large, belivers and finally, it addresses
the prophet himself, commanding him what to do in
certain situations or supporting him and giving him
solace in the face of ridicule and rejection. Knowing
the historical and social context clarifies the text.

Some other notable features of Quran’s style are
the following.

1. The use of parables to stir curiosity of the reader
and explain deep truths.

2. More than two hundred passages begin with
the Arabic word Qul*****-say’- addressing
prophet Mahammad to say what follows in reply
to a question, to explain a matter of faith or to
announce a legal ruling. For example, “say: ‘0
people of the scriptures ! Do you disapprove of
us for no other reason than that we belive in God
and the revelation that has come to us and that
which come before(us) and because most of you
are rebellious and disobedient?” (Quran 5:59)

3. Insome passages of the Quran, God takes oaths by

his marvelous creation to strengthen an argument
or to dispel doubts in the mind of listener.

“By the sun and its brightness,
By the moon when it follows it,
By the day when it displays it ,
By the night when it covered it,
By the sky and he who constructed it,
By the earth and he who spread it,
By the soul and he who proportioned it..!”

4. Lastly the Quran has what is called the disjointed
letters; composed of latters of the Arabic alphabet
which take together do not have a known meaning
in the Arabic lexicon. Their meaning is only
known to God. They appear at the beginning of
twenty nine surahs, and upon recital, each letter
is pronounced and not the words they form. For
example, the firs aayah of Surat-ul-Bagara appears
as Alif-Lam-Mim,(***) Three letters of the Arabic
alphabet pronounced individually.

A person unfamiliar with the Quran may find it a
little difficult to read. Specially at the start, but if they
keep these points in mind, they will become more
accustomed to it , and they will indeed find that even
thought it is a translation, it is truly profound book
incomparable to any other.

Gender refers to the socially constructed
characteristics of women and men-such as
the norms, roles and relationships that exist between
them. Encouraging gender equality is fundamental to
accelerating sustainable development.

Gender equality, also known as sexual equality or
equality of the sexes, is the state of equal ease of access
to resources and opportunities regardless of gender,
including economic participation and decision-
making; and the state of valuing different behaviours,
aspirations and needs equally, regardless of gender.

Gender Equality "means that women and men,
and girls and boys, enjoy the same rights, resources,
opportunities and protections. It does not require
that girls and boys, or women and men, be the same,
or that they be treated exactly alike."

Gender equality in india

Gender inequality in India refers to health,
education, economic and political inequalities
between men and women in India.

Various international gender inequality indices
rank India differently on each of these factors, as
well as on a composite basis, and these indices are
controversial.

Gender equality is fundamental to accelerate
sustainable development. It is necessary to conduct
gender analyses to identify sex and gender-based
differences in health risks.

As of 2017, the global movement for gender
equality has not incorporated the proposition of



genders besides women and men, or gender identities
outside of the gender binary.

Gender parity, which is used to measure gender
balance in a given situation, can aid in achieving
gender equality but is not the goal in and of itself.
Gender equality is more than equal representation, it
is strongly tied to women's rights, and often requires
policy changes.

Effects of gender inequality on human health

Social constructs of gender (that is, cultural ideals
of socially acceptable masculinity and femininity)
often have a negative effect on health.

The World Health Organization cites the example
of women not being allowed to travel alone outside
the home (to go to the hospital), and women being
prevented by cultural norms to ask their husbands
to use a condom, in cultures which simultaneously
encourage male promiscuity, as social norms that
harm women's health.

Teenage boys suffering accidents due to social
expectations of impressing their peers through risk
taking, and men dying at much higher rate from
lung cancer due to smoking, in cultures which link
smoking to masculinity, are cited by the WHO as
examples of gender norms negatively affecting men's
health.

Certain cultural practices, such as female genital
mutilation (FGM), negatively affect women's health.

Female genital mutilation is the ritual cutting or
removal of some or all of the external female genitalia.
It is rooted in inequality between the sexes, and
constitutes a form of discrimination against women.

Gender based violence against Women

"We need to change attitudes towards it. We need
to set our girls free. "

This is a technical term used to collectively
refer to violent acts that are primarily or exclusively
committed against women. This type of violence is
gender-based, meaning that the acts of violence are
committed against women expressly because they are
women, or as a result of patriarchal gender constructs.

Violence and mistreatment of women in marriage
has come to international attention during the past
decades. This includes both violence committed
inside marriage (domestic violence) as well as

violence related to marriage customs and traditions
(such as dowry, bride price, forced marriage and child
marriage).

Girls and boys see gender inequality in their
homes and communities every day - in textbooks,
in the media and among the men and women who
provide their care and support.

Boys and girls who witness gender-based violence
in their homes are more likely to replicate violent
relationships as adults, either as perpetrator or victim.

Outside the home, community health workers -
predominantly women - are often low-skilled and
voluntary or underpaid, with limited opportunity
for professional growth to care for the vulnerable
children and families they serve.

Gender parity, which is used to measure gender
balance in a given situation, can aid in achieving
gender equality but is not the goal in and of itself.
Gender equality is more than equal representation; it
is strongly tied to women's rights, and often requires
policy changes.

Also, there are currently just six countries that give
women and men equal legal work rights. Generally,
women are only given % of the rights given to men.

Women in the unorganized or informal sector are
also often not covered under labour laws since these
laws are confined to industries/sectors employing a
minimum of workers. This is a form of discrimination
against unorganised or informal workers.

Transgender......??

Transgender people come from all walks of life.
The word “transgender” - or trans — is an umbrella
term for people whose gender identity is different
from the sex assigned to us at birth.

The transgender community is incredibly diverse.
Some transgender people identify as male or female,
and some identify as genderqueer, nonbinary, agender,
or somewhere else on or outside of the spectrum of
what we understand gender to be.



Equality for Transgender

In India, since 2014, transgender people in India
have been allowed to change their gender without sex
reassignment surgery, and have a constitutional right
to register themselves under a third gender.

The country has repealed its colonial-era laws that
directly discriminated against gay sex and transgender
identification, but many legal protections have not
been provided for including anti-discrimination laws
and same-sex marriage.

Lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender (LGBT)
people in India may face legal and social difficulties
not experienced by non-LGBT persons.

Transgender Equality Rights

India has traditionally recognised a third gender
population, considered by society as neither male or
female.

Transgenders were legally granted voting rights as
a third sex in 1994.

On 24 April 2015, the Rajya Sabha unanimously
passed the Rights of Transgender Persons Bill, 2014
guaranteeing rights and entitlements, reservations in
education and jobs (2% reservation in government
jobs), legal aid, pensions, unemployment allowances
and skill development for transgender people.

On 15 April 2014, the Supreme Court of
India declared transgender people a socially and
economically backward class entitled to reservations
in education and jobs, and also directed union and
state governments to frame welfare schemes for them.

On 24 April 2015, the Rajya Sabha unanimously
passed the Rights of Transgender Persons Bill, 2014
guaranteeing rights and entitlements, reservations in
education and jobs (2% reservation in government
jobs), legal aid, pensions, unemployment allowances
and skill development for transgender people.

It also contains provisions to prohibit
discrimination in employment as well as prevent
abuse, violence and exploitation of transgender
people.

A government bill, the Transgender Persons
(Protection of Rights) Bill, 2019, was reintroduced
to Parliament after the 2019 general election. The bill
was approved on 10 July by the Cabinet of India.

The bill defines transgender persons as those
"whose gender does not match the gender assigned to
that person at birth and includes trans-men or trans-
women, persons with intersex variations, gender-
queers, and persons having socio-cultural identities
such as kinnar, hijras, aravani and jogta".

According to the bill, a person would have the
right to choose to be identified as a man, woman or
transgender, irrespective of sex reassignment surgery
and hormonal therapy.

The Challenges for # Gen Equality

"We need to change attitudes towards it. We need
to set our girls free."

Some of the elements of gender equality are to
abolish all forms of violence against all women and
girls along with all destructive practices, such as
child marriage and guarantee worldwide access to
reproductive health and reproductive rights .

Social determinants of health such as education
and gender equality are significantly responsible
for health-seeking behaviour and overall health
outcomes.

Child marriage and adolescent pregnancy,
gender-based violence are among the many barriers
that stand in the way of woman's' fully exercising
their right to education.

Girls and boys see gender inequality in their
homes and communities every day - in textbooks,
in the media and among the men and women who
provide their care and support.

Unequal responsibility for work in the home
socializes children into thinking that these duties are
womens only roles, thereby curtailing generational
change and narrowing girls’ ambitions.

Boys and girls who witness gender-based violence
in their homes are more likely to replicate violent
relationships as adults, either as perpetrator or victim.

Yet, in early childhood gender disparities between
girls and boys often start out relatively small.

Girls have higher survival rates at birth, are more
likely to be developmentally on track, and just as
likely to participate in preschool.

Chores, caring for siblings, and safety issues keep
girls out of school, while expectations of earning



money force boys to dropout.

Men's & Women's Equality statistical researches

Gender equality in this study is operationalized
in terms of three key indicators: gender sensitive
decision-making, restrictions on wife’s mobility and
gender equitable attitudes.

The role of gender equality, when women and
men have equal participation in decision-making and
control of resources, and equal value and treatment,
has been shown to influence a number of maternal
and child health outcomes positively.

Most of the research that has focused on decision
making around contraception has focused on how
womens lower autonomy in these decisions, and
mens attitudes on family planning have a strong
influence on contraceptive use.

Research from Sub-Saharan Africa also shows a
relationship such that women’s fertility preferences
and contraceptive adoption are influenced by
husband’s influence on women’s decision-making as
well as their own attitudes.

The majority of studies demonstrating an influence
of husband’s attitudes and preferences on women’s
behaviours have focused on women’s perceptions of
men’s attitudes toward fertility and contraception, and
demonstrate the lack of discussion between husbands
and wives on contraception.

Much of this research has lacked data directly from
men on their own attitudes. Focusing on women’s
data without attention to men’s data may result in a
lack of crucial information.

On the other side, the few studies that examine
the relationship between men’s own attitudes and
their contraceptive use, have focused on the role of
men’s awareness, knowledge, perceptions of family
planning on reasons for non-use of contraception.

Another dimension of contraceptive use research
indicates a disparity between men’s and women’s use
where men tend to report higher contraceptive use
than women.

These studies underscore that higher reporting by
men may be due to their contraceptive use outside
marriage, and that men tend to give more socially
acceptable responses than women.

One study from rural Uttar Pradesh, India
examining the concordance between mens and
womens reports about autonomy using indices of
mobility, decision-making and access to economic
resources demonstrated that husbands perceived
their wives’ autonomy to be greater than the wives
perceived it to be.

Investigation of gender equality and contraceptive
use among men in urban settings is important given
the rapid growth of urban areas globally.

In this study, we hypothesize that men’s attitudes
towards gender equality, the control they place on
their wives and attitudes towards their freedoms,
have an effect on couple current contraceptive use
and choice of method.

C-onclusion

There is a gender gap between illiteracy with
women more affected in rural areas with higher
prevalence of child marriages and poor utilization of
maternal health services.

Also, violence against women is showing an
upward trend with declining sex-ratio at birth.
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
